We started our morning on Day 2 with a delightful breakfast at the hotel, enjoying tea, fresh juices, and 

coffee. The day's itinerary included exploring historical 

places in Delhi, despite many being closed due to it 

being a Monday. Our first stop was the bustling Red 

Fort, where the aroma of street food filled the air. The 

massive fort, preading over 255 acres, showcases a mix 

of architectural styles. Next, we headed to the iconic 

India Gate, crossing Delhi's traffic through a tunnel. It's a 

sandstone arch dedicated to troops of British India who 

served during wars from 1914 to 1919. Our journey 

continued to the impressive Qutub Minar, a five-storey 

red sandstone tower with a rich history. We couldn't

Agra Fort is a 

historical fort in the city of Agra in India. It was 

the main residence of the emperors of the 

Mughal Dynasty till 1638, when the capital was 

shifted from Agra to Delhi. With that Day 2 

concluded. 

On the 18th, we started our morning off with à 

short trek at Amer fort. Amer Fort is known for 

its artistic style elements. With its large 

ramparts and series of gates and cobbled paths, 

the fort overlooks Maota Lake, which is the 

main source of water for the Amer Palace. We 

also saw the Sheesh Mahal. Sheesh mahal, also 

called the mirror palace, is one of the refined magnificent pieces of architecture built with beautiful 

precious stones and glass, coated with beautiful handmade paintings. We then saw the Jaipur City Palace. 

The City Palace, Jaipur is a royal residence and former administrative headquarters of the rulers of the 

Jaipur State in Jaipur, Rajasthan. Our last stop for the day was Bapu Bazaar. At the bazaar we saw many of 

the traditional jaipur artworks. Famous for its leather products and Mojari shoes that are made from camel 

leather, Bapu Bazaar also sells exclusive handicrafts, fragrance, attar, lehengas, colorful sarees and unique 

sandstone artifacts. We saw many unique handicrafts. We returned back to our hotel to have à DJ Night as 

à parting memory.  

 The educational tour to Delhi, Agra, Fatehpur Sikri, and Jaipur was a memorable and educational journey 

for the students of JGI Kondapur. It opened their eyes to the rich tapestry of India's history and culture 

while fostering values of teamwork, leadership, and communication.
